She still believes that something not only could have
been different but that something can still be different!
C. InHisP

Her hope is in the resurrection, a hope that seems ironic
since He Himself had yet to die on a cross and arise
again.

@ Declaring your C (11:25-27)

That’s what faith, strong faith does. It announces to the
world the One you truly trust.
